Projects on “Society and the Terrorism.” This research explores relations between terrorist organizations and their (potential) community of supporters; specific projects under development include:
· Project on mobilization strategies of terrorist organizations.  Analyzes the variety of means by which militant groups using terrorist methods try to influence societal constituencies (and increase support for the use of violence and their political goals); why different groups employ different mobilization methods; and the implications of those methods for counter-terrorism strategy.
· Project on the intensity of terrorist campaigns. Explores how militant groups’ support among societal constituencies affects the resources available to them and their incentives to target bystander civilians versus regime allies (soldiers and politicians).
